1. Using a damp sponge, wipe all pieces to remove dust and condition for decorating. 
2. In a small cup place clear glaze, add enough water and mix to the consistency of 

milk.  Roll glaze the inside of teapot, lid and vase. Allow to dry. 
3. Using a pencil trace hair/face pattern onto tissue paper, with a sharpie retrace onto 

front of cup.  
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4. Add Bright Blush, Bright Gray and Neon Yellow to palette.  With a fan brush apply 3 
coats of Bright Blush to entire teapot, excluding lid.  To face area on cup, apply 3 
coats of Bright Blush.  To handle apply 3 coats of Neon Yellow. 

5. To the remaining section on cup apply 3 coats of Bright Gray.  Allow to dry. 
6. To sake cup.  On recessed area apply 3 coats of Dark Purple.  To the remainder of 

cup apply 3 coats of Neon Yellow.  Refer to photo 1 
7. Using a dot maker or wooden handle of brush apply Dark Purple dots to sake cup. 
8. Saucer Vase.  With a pencil divide the vase into 8 sections, both top and bottom. 
9. Using a round brush apply 3 coats of Neon Yellow to every other section. 
10. To remaining sections apply 3 coats of Dark Purple. Allow to dry. 
11. To Neon Yellow areas apply Dark Purple Dots. Refer to photo 1 
12. To Dark Purple areas apply lines using French Dimensions Pure White. 
13. Teapot.  Using bra pattern trace onto tissue paper, then using a sharpie apply pat-

tern to front of teapot. 
14. Apply 3 coats of Neon yellow to this area and allow to dry. 
15. To bottom rim of teapot and lid  apply 3 coats of Neon Yellow.  Refer to photo  2 
16. With Dark Purple apply 3 coats to rim of lid and the top knot. 
17. Then apply Dark Purple dots to lid, bra and bottom rim of teapot. 
18. Using a #4 Liner and Dark Purple paint in tie strings to bra and bow.  Using pattern 

if needed.  Refer to photo 5 
19. Also paint the bottom and top edge of bra creating piping. 
20. Using Dark Black, thinned to the consistency of ink.  Outline bra, string and bow, 

using a #1 liner. 
21. Cup.  Using a liner and Dark Gray paint in hair, repeat this step using Dark Black.  

Refer to photo 3 
22. Trace glasses and lips using tissue paper and sharpie. 
23. Apply 3 coats of Really Red to lips.  Add a little black to darken Really Red and 

shade lips.  Refer to photo 4 
24. With #1 Liner and thinned black outline lips. 
25. With round brush and very thin Really Red, almost colored water.  Apply to cheeks. 
26. Eye Glasses.  Mix Dark Gray with a little Dark Black, apply 3 coats to glass lenses. 
27. To top of glasses, apply 3 coats of Neon Yellow. 
28. With handle add Dark Purple dots to rims of glasses. 
29. With Dark Black and Liner paint on thick line to top of glasses.  Also paint in eye-

brows. 
30. Also paint a heart on cheek to resemble birth mark.  Refer to photo 4 
31. Butterfly Tattoo on shoulder.  With round brush load in Neon Yellow, tip in Dark 

Purple. Using a tip, press, pull, and lift stroke paint in wings, pulling stroke from out-
side of wing toward body.  Refer to photo 5 

32. Using liner brush and thinned Dark Black, outline wings, add some detailed strokes 
to wings and then pull in body of butterfly. 

33. To handle of cup add Dark Purple Dots.  Allow the piece to dry overnight. 
34. Apply, using fan glaze brush, one coat of Pure Brilliance to entire piece, except ar-

eas that are roll glazes.  When dry, stilt and fire to shelf cone 06. 
35. Don’t forget to remove the stilt marks.
